A Willand resident recently very kindly offered to make a donation towards the cost of producing these bi-monthly magazines. It was politely declined but I now realise many people are unaware of just how our magazine is funded. It currently costs just under £900 to print the 1475 copies needed for each issue. Every household in the parish receives a copy ‘free of charge’, as do ‘outside’ advertisers and those people who have moved away but still wish to keep up with what’s going on and who make a donation to cover their print cost and postage. Astra Printing usually do the artwork for the advertisements where necessary (I’m not capable – I just do the typing) and the frequent changes to their content. Any excess copies from each print run, usually about a dozen, are available from Willand Service Station, once every household in Willand has received their copy. This allows me to ‘promote’ the magazine to potential outside advertisers.
Advertisements are charged at £7.00 for a quarter page, per issue, with other sizes pro rata and I have a continual waiting list of advertisers. The insertion of leaflets into the magazine by the volunteer deliverers raises a nominal £10.00 to the funds, with the promoter providing the leaflets. The annual revenue received from these sources, and the donations, significantly contributes towards the cost of each publication, to the extent that it pays for just over five of the six issues annually. The balance to cover the sixth, and the expenditure on postage and stationery, comes from a proportion of the Annual Precept allocated to Willand Parish Council from each household’s Council Tax. 
A few more statistics for you – in our first full year of the Willand Magazine in 1995/6, 1000 copies were sufficient then to provide for every household and the advertisers, containing on average 34½ pages. Ten years on, the figure for last year was up to 1475, with an average of 46 pages, all delivered by the 39 volunteers. So please support our advertisers wherever possible – they play a very major part in the continuing production of our Magazine.
WILLAND KARATE CLUB
The initial 5- week beginners’ course was popular and most of the initial group have decided to carry on training twice a week. They have been learning a variety of kicks, punches and blocks, with some self-defence applications, too. A grading will be held for those students who are interested in early December.  

Karate comes from Japan and most of the students are now familiar with a lot of Japanese terms and can even count in Japanese. I have attended two technical seminars in Dublin this term, with instructors from Japan.

With 28% of the population of Devon being over the age of 65, such facilities are extremely important.  There was also talk of the possibility of a shared location here with the Bramblehaies Surgery. Nothing is going to happen overnight but from now on we will be kept up-to-date with news and plans via a regular article from a College Surgery G.P. to future Magazines.  

Attendance at the Police Liaison Meeting on October 16th, however, was less than twenty and whilst their article in the last magazine invited young people to attend and express their views, my own view is that there is very little point in holding meetings such as this in future, given there was very little liaising and a considerable amount of ‘spin & jargon’ from the top table. SHARED OWNERSHIP HOMES FOR WILLAND

The Parish Council would like to notify the people of Willand that there is likely to be a Planning Permission submitted for a small residential development on the Old Depot in Park Street.  It is likely that the development will include four ‘shared ownership’ houses.  Currently, Willand Parish Council is working hard to ensure that local people get priority for these ‘shared ownership’ properties.
Have you ever wanted to buy your own home but have been unable to afford it?  Help might be at hand via the Housing Association dealing with this development site. A ‘Shared ownership’ programme involves you taking out a mortgage for 40% to 50% of the value of the property and paying a reduced rent on the remaining sum.  It is possible to buy further stakes in your home when you feel ready, until eventually you retain 100%. If you want to move on, then you can sell your share of the property to the Housing Association at the market rate. If all goes well, the properties should be completed towards the end of 2007.  

If you have a local connection to Willand and wish to participate in this programme you MUST register with Home2Own who is a HomeBuy Agent.

DOCTOR’S NOTE FROM DR MICHAEL DIXON
First of all, very many thanks to all of you who attended the meeting in Willand village hall to discuss the future of the Willand surgery, reported elsewhere in this issue. Willand is anything but apathetic and your message was clear. College surgery will listen. The surgery front door has already been fixed!

You will all have heard about the shortage of flu jabs because of problems with the suppliers being able to produce a vaccine against the current flu viruses going round.  Fortunately, that is all now sorted and anyone over 65 or with long term disease such as diabetes or asthma should make sure that they now get a flu jab (ring Lynn Watkins at Willand Surgery on 821878 – Monday, Tuesday, Thursday or Friday morning).  Some patients do not have flu jabs because they say that they get side effects, while doctors and specialists tend to say there are no side effects.  My own experience is that one or two do seem to get a cold like illness after their first inoculation, which may be coincidental but if this does happen, they do not seem to get any symptoms when they have further influenza inoculation in subsequent years.

Winter is a time of coughs and colds.  Is there anything that you can do to prevent them?  A good healthy diet rich in greens, berries and coloured root vegetables will improve your immune system.  Exercise – some good brisk walks – will also help.  A positive mind, a mission and purpose to each day are all helpful in improving our resistance to disease as witnessed by how often we get minor illnesses, when we feel demoralised, depressed or after some important event.   Do vitamin supplements help?  I am not convinced provided that you eat a diet rich in vegetables and fruit with vitamin C.

What if you get a cold or cough?  Conventional treatment is plenty of fluids, a nasal spray to prevent congestion (such as pseudoephedrine) and paracetamol.  Unfortunately no known conventional drugs will kill off the virus.  There is some evidence that steam may help and a steam inhalation may seem old fashioned but it may shorten the duration of a cold.  Be careful, however, as most GPs have had to treat scalds from water spilt during steaming.  Pelargonium root (similar to a geranium) is an ancient Zulu remedy with proven antiviral properties.  It can be obtained from the Willand pharmacy and, at the onset of a cold, I take a Pelargonium and a gram of Vitamin C, which seems to work for me.  Garlic also has antiviral properties and you might try garlic capsules or added garlic in your diet.  Onion, a related vegetable, has similar properties and the old Devonians used to boil an onion in salted water and then eat it and drink the water once it had cooled.  

Given that no one really has the answers to a common cold (the Common Cold Research Institute in Salisbury closed a few years ago after many fruitless years of research), perhaps we should compile a list of remedies that readers use for their colds and swap advice?  

Finally, having shown your strong voice at the recent Willand meeting, please let the editor know of any subjects that you would like me to write about in the next issue and I will do my best.                                           Dr. Michael Dixon

LOVE YOUR POST OFFICE
The Countryside Alliance is currently running a campaign encouraging people to recognise and support the vital role their village Post Office fulfils.  Post Offices in rural areas are the lifeblood of their communities.  The rural Post Office is much more than a place to stamp and post letters – it is a vital service, providing social and cultural advantages to isolated populations across the country.  Whilst the Government continues to deliberate over their future, 14,000 sub Post Offices face a period of uncertainty.  The Post Office has already lost important contracts such as the Post Office Card Account and TV Licensing, and in the last year alone £167million of Government services have been taken away from Post Offices.

The Government needs to understand that the real value of a Post Office cannot be measured simply by turnover and it must recognise that the benefit to the community goes far beyond the ‘doorstep’ of the Post Office.

What can you do to help?

Send a letter to Jim Fitzpatrick MP, the Minister responsible for Post Offices.  Use your local Post Office to send the letter, which should tell Mr Fitzpatrick what the facility means to you and your community.

In your letter you may wish to include the following points:

· How important your local Post Office is to you.
· What role it plays in your community.

LETTER TO THE RT. HON.  JOHN REED,  HOME SECRETARY
Dear Sir,

I write to draw to your attention a worsening situation in the village of Willand near Cullompton. The village has been on the receiving end of escalating vandalism for more than two years, to a point where there is now barely a week that goes by without another incident.

The village hall, its car park and associated buildings, take the brunt of this senseless behaviour. We have experienced five arson attacks in as many weeks, (outside sheds set on fire, wheelie bin set on fire, park bench set alight, rubbish bin set on fire, and fire damage to equipment) broken windows, damage to doors, people running around on the flat roof area, blocked drains, broken drainpipes and guttering, theft of food, money and wine from hall users, smashed notice board, to mention a few. Every time we make repairs with better and stronger materials, it just seems to make these youngsters even more determined to break the same items for a second time. Most hall users have now experienced diversionary tactics of a small number of friendly smiling people coming to the front door showing an interest in what is going on, while others steal from the kitchen through the side door. We have an increasing number of clubs who now shut themselves in to avoid these intrusions.

Our community constable seems to know who the culprits are, but is unable to charge them, hold them accountable, or even to stem the tide and reduce or stop their acts of vandalism. They have become so bold and arrogant in what they do as if they know the law can’t stop them. We fear that when they get bored doing petty crime around the village, they will move on to bigger targets, and it will be an empty property or a farm barn on fire, and sooner or later someone is going to get hurt. Now is the time to put a stop to this or young lives will be lost to a career of crime.

The village hall is a valuable asset to the community, and is used by a large number of clubs on a regular basis. There is a lot of work to be done on the building to maintain it in a good state of repair for future generations. We have done extensive work to refurbish the facilities, and there is a lot more to do; yet our efforts are being frustrated by having to divert resources into making repairs, instead of the improvements to the hall that we would all like to see.

It is our intention through this letter to draw together the Willand parish council, the parish magazine, the Tiverton Gazette, ourselves (the village hall committee) and the policing in our village, to bring an end to the vandalism in our community. We want something done.

I must stress that the village hall and the car park is private property, and anyone on the premises who is not organising or attending a function is trespassing, and has no right to be there. 

Each year we decorate the village hall for Christmas and the hall has bookings on most evenings. Last year the decorations in the lobby and side entrance were trashed and we fear the same or worse happening again this year. I have listed the nineteen evening bookings for December and ask for a greater police presence to move these offenders on and allow us to enjoy the facilities of the hall freely, as we should rightly expect.

“ROUND THE WORLD”

The following is an extract from the Willand Carnival Brochure, 1959, written by a local resident.
“Talk about Devon lanes, you haven’t seen a thing till you’ve been ‘Round the World’. And you don’t need to see it, either. Smell alone would tell you you were there. Just breathe deeply any Sunday, especially. Mind you, there’s farms about and they keep pigs, too. But Round the World’s a special mixture and it’s nothing to do with what Ray Vile puts in his gladioli, nor with what Mrs Jones shoots with her .22.  And sometimes there are green sheep, too, in the top field under the windmill that doesn’t pump. Not only on a Friday night, either and they are there whether or not the Village Hall dance has a bar. Talking of the windmill, it’s special, too – very special. If you live in Maunder’s Lane or top of Tracey’s Lane, you don’t even need to look outside in a gale. Squeakity, clank, clang, screech – squeakily, clang, clang, screech – at the speed of the wind. And, after a few gales, you stop looking to see if it’s the shed roof flapping loose.
Further down the lane (one small English car wide and tightly laced by two watery ditches and the best crop of nettles in the village) is the Bridge. On it there’s ranged most of the boys from ten years to sixty, along with notebooks and pencils, and their dads to carry the heavy reading matter, like ‘The train Spotters’ Guide, Western Region’. One hundred and twenty trains a day on a Saturday, they do say. Some of them diesel and not all with a stone inside the funnel, ‘cos the diesels, even when they had to slow down for the widening of Stoneshall Bridge, were a tough target.
All the best dogs in Willand, too, go  Round  the  World  at  some time  in their lives.  And you can tell the regulars from  the newcomers,  same as you can the free rangers from the ones put off the lead. The old  hands know  just  where to
cut off the road for a rabbit, ‘cos they’re back in the same places now.

They do rumour now that the new fast traffic highway will be going Round the World. Seems that the speed will be much the same as A38 nowadays but the Government will make it safer for the cattle to get across to milking and for the children to go to school. And it will save P.C. Tremlett a deal of time in taking statements. Don’t mind sharing our lane with the holiday folk from the Midlands, as long as they don’t hinder Mrs Broom and Mrs Irish from getting to the Institute. But they’ll need to change the sound of the diesel hooter for the cars to know cars from trains and the Station staff to know who’s talking. Car Spotters’ Guide we’ll need, too, and more large chippings for ammo.”

Happy Christmas & New Year to everyone in the parish!  First of all, the History Group would like to thank everyone who came along to the Willand History Exhibition and Coffee Morning on 4th November.  On a chilly morning the Village Hall was packed with past and present ‘Willanders’, some of whom had travelled quite some distance to attend.  It proved to be the most successful exhibition so far, and Group members had a difficult job keeping up with the amount of valuable information that was forthcoming.  Now we have the tough job of putting everything together but thanks to everyone’s help and generous loaning of treasured family photos, we are sure that The Book of Willand will be a success.  

As a final reminder, our deadline is at the end of March, so if you have anything that you think would be of interest and would like considered for inclusion in the book, there is time!  Some areas for which we are still seeking images are Townlands House, the Chick family, Willand Scouts/Cubs, Willand at War, Millennium celebrations, Queens Coronation/Jubilee celebrations, Lloyd Maunder, Church fetes/events and Tiverton Junction.  

MUXBEARE (continued)


The ‘manor’ of Muxbeare was owned by the Calleway (Kelloway) family from at least the 1240’s and was later sold to Richard Calmady in the 1500’s.  By 1678 it was held by William Shere and in the late 1700’s was sold to the Clarke family of Bridwell, who remained lords of the manor into the 20th century.  The 1332 Lay Subsidy rolls reveals that there were 12 individuals in the manor liable to pay the tax, four more than in Willand, although this undoubtedly represents some estates scattered over a larger geographical area, such as Walter de Mountisteuene (Mountstephens) and Eustace de Bridewille (Bridwell).  One of the men was John de Holiwille, whose surname, again, suggests the significance of they holy well that was sited at Muxbeare.  Later that century, in 1384, a list of contributories to a ‘moiety’ of a fifteenth, reveals that the tithing of Muxbeare paid 6s 6d, in comparison to Willand, which paid 4s 6d.  The evidence suggests during that the period from the 1100’s-1300’s, mirroring a pattern throughout England, Muxbeare was an expanding and valuable settlement containing a number of farm estates, with a significant amount of land brought under cultivation.
Moreover, a substantial chapel dedicated to St Margaret, with a tower and bells was built in Muxbeare, although there are no physical remains visible today.  Many such parochial chapels were founded in the 1300’s and 1400’s to serve the outlying populations of larger parishes, such as Halberton.  Similarly, private chapels were located in the vicinity of Willand at Moorston Barton and St. Bridget’s at Bridwell.  The fact that a public chapel was founded in Muxbeare reveals that there must have been a significant population living there to sustain it.
However, from the 1300’s onwards the settlement of Muxbeare appears to have gone into decline.  Muxbeare was in a marginal position at the very edge of Halberton parish and during three centuries following the first Black Death (1348-49), successive disease epidemics undoubtedly had an effect on such outlaying populations.  There is reputedly the site of a plague pit located close to Braddon’s Farm on Muxbeare Lane.  Such piecemeal depopulation would have been exacerbated by the rise of the wool trade in the region and the corresponding agricultural conversion from arable to pastoral farming, which required a fraction of the labour.  No longer needed on the land, the dwindling population of Muxbeare would have been encouraged to move to places where work could be found, such as the successful wool centres on the River Culm at Uffculme, Culmstock or Cullompton.  The 1641 Muxbeare ‘Protestation Returns’, which required every male over the age of 18 to swear allegiance to the Crown, contained 52 names (there were 85 for Willand).  This shows that the population had been in decline in comparison to Willand, although it would suggest a that there was still a population of around 100 in Muxbeare and the surrounding farmsteads, and there would have been a lot more during the medieval heyday of the settlement.  This trend of depopulation is illustrated by the fate of St Margaret’s chapel.  Hugh Preshett’s Guide to the Parish and Non-Parochial Registers of Devon and Cornwall 1538-1837 reveals that, “The chapel of St. Margaret, Muxbere or Mucklesbere was inadequately served (chapel wardens’ complaint) in 1558 and completely ruinous before 1730.”  The proximity of St Mary’s Church, Willand, facilitated the decline of the chapel and those remaining Muxbeare inhabitants were registered there.  
By the 1800’s, Muxbeare was little more than a few labourer’s cottages on the lane  behind  the Halfway  House and  a  few  scattered  farmsteads,  primarily
Braddon’s (Hill’s) Farm, Pitt Farm, Mountstephens and Little Mountstephens.  Bar the odd barn conversion and property modernisation, the outward appearance of Muxbeare lane will have changed very little in the last 200 years.  With the proposed extension to Willand Industrial Estate it is important to remember that Muxbeare has not always been a sleepy hamlet but was once a thriving medieval settlement equal in size to Willand.  Indeed, it is just as important to know why some villages, such as Muxbeare, failed and others succeeded, if we are to understand the landscape around us.
