WILLAND AND A GREEN 2009.
If your New Year’s resolution was to get more involved with your local community then let us help you!! The Willand Community Composting project, in Jaycroft off Willand Moor Road, is run by volunteers and we are always looking for extra pairs of hands. Would you like to get involved, by offering as little as two hours a month? 

The scheme works by turning our green waste into compost, providing a great material for our gardens, and reducing the amount of waste going to landfill.  Money raised by the ‘sales’ of compost is ploughed back into the local community. Year on year, we are producing more and more compost and in 2008 produced 50 tonnes. This is tremendous, so well done and thank you everyone, for bringing garden waste and ‘buying’ the compost.  To outline what happens at the Willand Composting facility here are some frequently asked questions and their answers: 

Q. What sort of waste does the facility accept?

A. You can bring grass cuttings, clippings and prunings from hedges, shrubs, soft plants and very small branches (less than 2" diameter).  

Q. What happens to the waste on site?

A. The waste is segregated, then shredded, composted, sieved and finally bagged. The whole process takes about 6 months.

Q. You mentioned sieving the waste, how does that work?

A. The sieving process takes at least six volunteers.  A cylindrical metal sieve is turned by hand, and other volunteers shovel the waste into it.  Fine materials fall through the sieve and onto the ground where more volunteers shovel it into 25 kilo bags.  And ‘hey presto’ – sieved compost!

Q. How often do you sieve waste on site?

A. About six times a year.

Q. So what happens when inappropriate wastes like bricks and stones are brought into the site?

A. They can cause havoc and cost the project a lot of money.  Bricks and stones damage the hammers on the shredder (each hammer costs £10), and can seriously delay the whole process.

COURSES TO HELP PEOPLE WITH LONG-TERM CONDITIONS
Free tutoring is available for people in Devon with long-term health conditions to help them manage their conditions. The Expert Patient Programme (EPP), run by Devon Primary Care Trust (PCT), is an opportunity for people living with long-term health conditions to develop more skills to help them to cope with the difficulties of long-term health problems. It involves attending a weekly session of two and a half hours for six consecutive weeks.

Research  shows  that  the  benefits  from  attending  a  course  include  making
effective use of limited energy, leading a more active lifestyle, raised self esteem and confidence, and fewer visits and shorter stays at hospitals. Anyone over 18 years of age who is living with a long term health condition (eg diabetes, asthma, MS, arthritis) is eligible for the EPP.

Caroline Durbin took part in a course at Dawlish and is now hoping to become a tutor for the programme. “The EPP course is fantastic and I cannot believe how much it helped me look into my symptoms of chronic fatigue syndrome and work with them positively,” she said. “The help I got at the programme meant I never let my symptoms get the better of me.”

Carmel Fanconi, EPP coordinator, said: “Our expert patient programme has been very popular and we have received excellent feedback. People have told me that the courses have helped them feel motivated, and through meeting other people with long-term health conditions, it has helped them put their own condition into perspective.”

Devon PCT also runs Looking After Me (LAM) courses, which are for carers who may or may not have a long-term health condition themselves, but are looking after a person with a long-term health condition. Carmel continued: “The LAM course helps carers make new friends who are in a similar situation and gives them a good feeling of security and helps builds their confidence. It gives them an opportunity to be recognised as a person and not just a carer.” 

Courses can also be organised for local community centres and village halls where at least 12 people wish to attend. Courses are usually held on the same day every week for six weeks. The sessions usually last two and a half hours.

In response to a recognised need by those clients who find it difficult to attend the usual face-to-face sessions held in Tiverton, Crediton and Cullompton, Mid-Devon CAB have just introduced a 24 hour telephone advice service. By calling 0844 8472 777 you gain access to a sophisticated cascade telephone advice system accessible at any time of the day or night. Calls on this number are charged at 5p per minute when using a BT land line. By following the easy-to-use instructions, good practical advice can be obtained on an almost limitless range of subjects at a time convenient to the caller. 

Should the issue concerned need additional input from a trained volunteer Adviser in person, then access to existing CAB outlets, including by telephone, can be made during open hours (10.00am to 3.00pm) at Tiverton Town Hall (Tuesday, Thursday and Friday) Cullompton Town Hall-Friday only, or Crediton Council Offices (Monday, Wednesday and Thursday). Normal advice services through these outlets are unaffected by the introduction of the new telephone service which is being provided as an extension of provision to more easily reach those who for logistical or other reasons find it difficult to attend the existing bureau advice outlets.

NEW PARTNERSHIP TO BENEFIT OLDER PEOPLE IN DEVON
A pioneering initiative between Devon County Council and the South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust (SWAST) has been officially launched. The Devon-wide pilot will support older people, fifty five years and over, living in their own homes and linked to a call centre, usually by a pendant alarm. The new service also extends to people living in sheltered or warden assisted housing.

The Mobile Response Service is funded by Devon County Council, as the administering authority for Devon's Supporting People programme, and is managed by SWAST. Historically, SWAST's clinicians have been called to non-medical situations where an elderly person may have fallen but fortunately not sustained an injury. Consequently, any attending resources - clinicians, vehicles and equipment - which were allocated to these calls were prevented from attending life threatening emergencies. Experience has also indicated that many people are reluctant to contact the ambulance service for incidents that do not appear to them to be an emergency, and have put themselves at risk by not calling for assistance.

This new partnership provides a 24 hour service specifically for non-injured clients and those with other identified health and social care needs. The service delivers a swift response, and with vehicles operating from three bases in Exeter, Totnes and Bideford, many older people across the county will benefit.

The reason why we disbanded was because every year the subscription went up and consequently we lost members every time this happened. It was a sad time to say goodbye to the W.I. but as it turned out we made the right decision as we have gone from strength to strength.

JOHN SPEARING  –  12.6.1926  to  15.2.2009

     John was born 82 years ago in Park Street. He worshiped in St. Mary’s Church for over 75 years and it is fitting that his family name is carved into one of the new pews. He was educated locally and followed an apprenticeship with Bramber Engineering, a significant employer at that time. Then came World War II and much to the dismay of his parents and sisters, he volunteered, under age, for the Army. Drafted into the Royal Engineers, he drove tanks in Belgium, Holland, and Germany. One of the hairiest jobs was for lengths of chain to be attached to the front, which would flail the ground – then sent into a minefield to explode enemy mines. This was not a bundle of joy for those inside the vehicle but ensured a reasonably safe passage for following troops. 

     On his demob, John joined his father in the enterprise at Willand Garage. He married Pauline and they had five talented and happy children. He returned to football with Willand Rovers, where the skills he had learnt with professional players in the Forces soon earned him the captaincy and selection for Devon. At the age of 41, he was still playing in a local cup final at St James’s Park, Exeter. Near the end of that career, he started following the horses, taking carloads of friends to courses all over the south of England. He joined a syndicate to buy a horse and his share equated to half a rear leg and it ate more than it earned, but it enabled the clique to enter the owner’s enclosure, a better way of viewing, apparently. With local league snooker for the Uffculme Men’s Club, and attending most whist drive venues in the district, he’d the skill, or luck, to often arrive home with a turkey or joint of meat for Christmas.

     Taking over the management of the garage from his father, he was not a suit behind a desk but on the front line of enquiries, usually the one to go to a breakdown or accident on the A38 or motorway at some late hour, in all weathers. He took a keen interest in the village. Putting himself forward for the Parish Council, he eventually became its longest serving Chairman. This coincided with great expansion of the village. The M.D.D.C. decided on an overdevelopment of houses, together with an underdevelopment of services. John led his Council in trying to talk sense into the planners but found that disagreeing with them was like fighting cotton wool. On his retirement, he took up another activity and went to his sister and brother-in-law’s to try his card playing ability at Bridge. It was a case of the lame leading the blind but it must have given him great joy, in late January, to come three places above both his tutors in a club competition.

     To sum up John Spearing in one word, it would be Loyalty. Loyal to his wife. Loyal to his Christian faith. Loyal to his Regiment. Loyal to his village and its football team. Loyal to his employees. Loyal to his family and many friends. We all give our condolences to Pauline, Phillip, Jackie, Peta, Mandy and Joanna. Also to his sisters Jean, Avery and Jose, who greatly cherished their brother. Thank you, John, for many happy memories.      Rest in Peace.

PROPOSED GYPSY AND TRAVELLER SITE AT FIVE BRIDGES.

Mid Devon District Council are proposing to allocate 22 acres of agricultural land at Five Bridges as a travellers site. This site could provide 15 pitches, each providing space for 2-3 caravans and an amenity building.

A meeting held recently at Ash Thomas Village Hall attracted 75 local residents and highlighted disquiet about the proposal. Concerns were voiced about the size and location of the site as well as the safety of vehicular access.

The site is in a prominent position and will have a great visual impact. The size of the site will overwhelm the existing local community and access to local services for site residents would not be easy. Currently the area provides a green break between Cullompton and Willand and other previous development plans have been rejected.

The junction of Brithembottom lane and the main road (B3181) is an accident black-spot, with several accidents including fatalities. The lane itself is unsuitable for increased traffic and large vehicles.

LETTER TO THE ED.
Dear Residents. It is that time of year again, having to fix the Council Tax. As I am sure you already know, all Local Authorities collect the resources (Formula Grant) they need to run the services they provide, mainly in two ways. One, we get formula grant from the Government, who collects that from VAT, Income tax, business rates, etc., and the second from the Council Tax we all have to pay. Depending on how much the formula grant they give us, according to their complicated system, will then depend how much we have to collect from Council Tax Payers.
Devon County's formula grant for 09/10 was £152.999million, an increase of 5.5% over the 08/09 grant. This was a welcomed increase, but we are told that the budget will still be under pressure. The provisional Dedicated Schools Grant had also increased for 09/10 by a lesser amount of 3.0% to £359.3 million, which was less than last year.
We still moan, but we have a right to, because the average grant per head of population is £674. If we were to get just the average of the Country, Devon would receive an extra £31 million each year, or £41 per person. That would be very welcomed and go a long way to give better facilities. Mid Devon, on the other hand has not fared that well. Their formula grant has only been increased by 2%. My prediction is D.C.C's tax increase will be 3% and MDDC will be 2.5% but we will be trying to improve on that.
Unfortunately, Mid Devon supply most of all the front line services the general public come into contact with, like housing, planning, waste collection, litter, street cleaning, dog fouling and so on. MDDC`s budget pressures, therefore, will be greater than Devon County. Nevertheless, MDDC are not doing too badly, particularly waste collections and recycling, but the credit crunch is affecting car park income by about 5%, and planning application fees.
As the Portfolio holder for Customer services, can I emphasis the need to keep recycling. Government have set targets and if we do not meet these targets, within a few years, as an Authority, we could be charged as much as £150 for every ton that we put into landfill over and above our targets, which are being increased year on year. Anything that is collected by MDCR does NOT go into landfill, but is sold to reduce council tax, despite the fall in commodity prices. MDCR have long term fixed contracts with purchasers of waste, which insulates us from these give away prices. We also want Devon to be the greenest County in England.
Will we be Unitary – D.C.C. and all the Districts as one big Authority?, well, we will not know until the end of March. In the meantime, I am always available if you need any help.  Ray Radford. D.C.C. &  MDDC Councillor.

Dear Ed. - A Senior Citizen is entitled to 'perks', that are not available to most others. One of these is free travel on the four local bus services in Willand, and much further afield on others. As they say, there's no such thing as a free lunch, so someone, somewhere, has to pay for these individual 'fares' to keep companies like Stagecoach solvent - in our case, Mid Devon District Council, via our Council Tax, to 'top up' what Central Government contributes.

 

The Stagecoach system for calculating the amount owed to them, for these 'free' fares, I would imagine is quite simple. At the end of the day, each driver would count up the money in his cash box, compare that to the figure that the ticketing system says it should contain for the journeys specified, and the difference is the amount required from other sources. Sounds a simple system to calculate, but because of that, it's potentially vulnerable to errors or abuse. 

 

It is not unknown for a driver to issue a 'zero fare' ticket with no destination specified on it. Additionally, tickets have been issued to passengers, quoting a location far beyond (and at a potentially higher cost), of the actual destination requested.  In such cases, the amount of money required to 'balance the books' is not accurate and there's obviously a considerable amount of money involved, not just locally but nationwide.  Everything calculated starts with the issue of the ticket, so any errors should be identified to the driver at that time. It'll save us all money in the long term, even if the ticket is 'free'.

Stagecoach South West “The destination printed on the ticket is immaterial. The bus company receives the same fixed payment for every senior passenger with a pass regardless of the distance they travel. Because no cash changes hands when a senior boards, the ticket machine either defaults to the destination of the last paying passenger, or prints the journey’s final stop.”

Inside this Magazine you will find a copy of the PACT Community Survey. We are hoping that as many of you as possible will complete the survey, highlighting the top three issues which you feel have an impact on your quality of life in the Village.  Once you have completed the survey, please pop it into one of the PACT boxes that can be found at the following locations:  Post Office – Old Willand Village, The Fish & Chip Shop - Station Road,  One Stop - Station Road and Willand Service Station – SPAR. If you would rather complete this survey on line you can find it on one of the village web sites.

At the beginning of April we will collate the results from this survey and will be publishing the results on the web site and also in this magazine.  We will then be holding a meeting with other partner agencies where we will look at ways to address the top three priorities that have been identified and discuss how we can work together to resolve them.  The decisions made during this meeting will also be published.
PACT is about partner agencies, not just the police, working with communities to address the issues that they raise.  So when you complete the survey, put down anything that impacts on your life and not just those issues that you think the police should address.
In Devon and Cornwall, reported crime is falling and it is one of the safest places in the country to live. However, it is apparent that communities are concerned about what happens in their immediate area and this can create significant fear about the level of crime. Your neighbourhood team, including PCSO Jonathan SIMS and I, are hoping to identify the issues that concern the community of Willand and then work with you and partner agencies to address those issues. A THEATRICAL TRIP
I left the theatre in Plymouth around 10.15pm in pouring rain but as we journeyed home, the rain gradually turned to sleet and by the time we got to Ashburton, it was snowing fast. There was only one lane of the carriageway in use, so we travelled very slowly in these treacherous conditions but finally came to a halt just after the Chudleigh turning. 

We remained in the queue of traffic until about 1.30am and were consoled by the fact that service vehicles were passing us but we were not quite sure what was up ahead, although we were tuned in to local radio. Eventually, someone from the rescue service reported Haldon Hill was blocked and they were turning everyone around, so in convoy, we went back to the Chudleigh turn-off. We left the main road but were unable to negotiate the hill into Chudleigh, so abandoned the car at the side of the road and were taken by a kind farmer in his four-wheel-drive to the Village Hall.
A lively warm welcome was most rewarding – I think in total there were about 180 people in the hall. There was a sleeping bag for everyone and plenty of hot drinks. We finally settled down about 3.00am but although we were quite cosy, I don’t think we got much sleep. Around 6.00am some food arrived – Asda provided pasties, pies and sandwiches and later the local baker gave us bread rolls with sausages and even ketchup!

During the morning, we were given briefings by the police, who confirmed they had matched everyone to their vehicles, following a register which was made upon entering the hall. It was obvious from the briefings that we were not going to be allowed to leave before lunch.

Throughout our stay, the St. John’s Ambulance was in attendance, there were facilities for charging mobile phones and carers to see to any of our needs. The locals, too, played their part, washing up the endless cups and saucers. Lunchtime arrived and we were told the local fish & chop shop was opening especially for us and we were all supplied with a meal before signing out.
Of course, our car was about a mile away but the police ferried us to the vehicle, made sure we could start and sent us on our way. I arrived back in Willand about 1.30pm on the Friday, exhausted, but most grateful for the wonderful kindness and consideration.                            Margaret Parkhouse.
MORE THAN 120 DEVON WALKS

There’s no doubt about it, walking is good for you. It’s good for your heart, it’s good for your lungs, it’s good for the muscle and bone growth of your children and it’s good for your feeling of wellbeing! Strong scientific evidence now supports the many benefits to health of regular walking – it is recommended that we take at least 10,000 steps a day. Studies show that walking can:  Reduce the risk of coronary heart disease and stroke. Lower blood pressure. Reduce high cholesterol. Reduce body fat. Enhance mental well being. 
Walking offers a great way to help kids get the active habit. If parents express excitement about the prospect of a walk in the countryside, they are more likely to transmit this feeling to their children. It’s important to treat the walk as an exploration or adventure and to go at the child’s pace, no matter how often they want to stop and look at things; take treats to eat and plenty to drink; and head for some landmark that will appeal to them such as a castle, a playground, an ice cream van or a boating pond. If children experience walking as part of a fun activity they are more likely to want to go again.
So, how do you find out what is on offer? John  Harris,  a keen  walker, got fed 
up with the lack of information on walks that were going on in the County. So, he decided that if he couldn’t find what he was looking for – he had better create it!  So, http://www.walkingindevon.co.uk   came into being. It gives you all the information needed for the best walking in the County - more than 120 walks to download and print free, details of all the Devon walking groups, maps and walk books – plus loads more information. WILLAND HISTORY GROUP

First of all we would like to thank Ann, Marcus and Jo of Willand School for giving up their time to show Group members (some of us got the wrong night!) around their impressive exhibitions commemorating the Diamond Anniversary of the school being at it’s current location, and well done to the pupils for putting in so much had work. We held our AGM on Wednesday 11 February, where the standing committee was returned, and we welcomed new members Gwenda Hunt and Laurie Reed. The decision was made that we will not be involved in the Climate Change History Project being organised by the Community Council of Devon.  Martin Rich of CCD was kind enough to come along to our meeting on 13 January to tell what the project involved but we concluded that we could not commit to an 18 month project, as there were other areas of Willand’s history that would benefit more from our attention.  Our ongoing Graveyard Project, organised by Bridget Westcott, has been completed, but there are plenty of new projects and activities planned for the future, including a possible outing to walk the parish boundary. Pat Christiansen is busy investigating the recent internet publication of the 1911 census, with view to getting hold of the returns for Willand. 

Our annual exhibition will be on Saturday 28 November, again in conjunction with the Methodist Church Fayre. A theme already suggested is a history of the changes in the area around ‘Tiverton Junction’ (the railway station, various businesses around there, & the history of Station Road, Park Street, Fir Close, etc).
The snow that came in February was a reminder of similar conditions that have occurred throughout Willand’s past, and for which we have records in the Archive. One occasion that received plenty of column inches in the Tiverton Gazette was the blizzard of 1891. It was reported that, “The road from Halberton to Tiverton Junction was completely blocked with snow, the drifts being in some places ten or twelve feet in height.” The road was only cleared thanks to the hard shovel work of local volunteers. The railway also suffered, and at the height of the blizzard, a train was snowed in at Tiverton Junction.  One Gazette reporter made the journey by foot from Tiverton to investigate the situation. He stopped at Tiverton Junction’s Railway Hotel, then run by Samuel Coxwell: “The hotel was filled with snowed-up passengers on Tuesday night, and Mr and Mrs Coxwell experienced some difficulty in finding them beds. By giving up their own rooms, they were able to accommodate ten persons upstairs and more than that number slept on chairs and sofas in the smoking and other rooms.  Next morning the company had to sit down in three parties to breakfast.” Some passengers had already had problems further up the line:  “Many of those who stopped at the [Railway] Hotel experienced a rough time at Burlescombe, where they could not get any provisions, the previous lot of snowed-up passengers having cleared the village of food. It was fortunate Mr and Mrs Coxwell had such a good supply. The only thing they ran short of was bread, and that was, after a good deal of trouble, fetched from Willand.”

The Visit of Alice Schultz (nee Binford) to Willand

On Thursday 5 February, Alice Schultz arrived in Devon after travelling from California, USA the day before. She is the sister of Daniel Binford from Spokane, Washington State, who has been corresponding with Brian Holmes and the History Group, trying to establish a possible link between his family tree and the Binford family of Willand dating back to the 1600s.  On the Thursday night Bridget (and James for a short while) represented the History Group, and with Brian and Pauline, met up with Alice and her English friends for a meal at the Waterloo Cross.  Later in the evening Sue Baker from number 1 Burn Rew (linked with the Binfords) arrived and gave a description of the property and the history that she knew of it.  By 9.30 the Willand crew made a hasty exit as snow was falling and settling, making travelling home, even that short distance, pretty hazardous! The following day Brian had planned to tour the church and Burn Rew Farm with our guest; the latter proved inaccessible due to several inches of snow on the lanes. Revd Anna showed Alice and her friends around the church, while Brian found the headstones and memorials that were relevant to the Binford family.  Alice is a lovely lady and promised to return when the trees were green!

Alice’s brother, Daniel, had traced their family tree back to the 1660s when a James Binford is recorded as being present in Charles City County, Virginia.  There is an unverified possibility that this James Binford came from Willand and even that he was the same James Binford who is recorded in the parish baptism register as being baptised at St Mary’s in 1635.   It is certainly feasible that someone from Willand might have gone to North America in the mid-1600s. The first English colonists arrived in Virginia in 1607, and by 1670 it was a well-established and developing colony.  Devonians had been instrumental in the initial settlement and continued to provide migrants through the seventeenth century.  In particular, close associations were established with Bideford, from which pottery and cloth was exported and tobacco imported.  The process of migration in the mid-1600s was in many ways a business and the Virginia Company was known to use various methods of cheap advertising, while merchants agents would have spread the message of overseas adventure, employment and opportunity throughout Devon.  The Binford men of Willand would have been perfectly aware of the potential to travel to Virginia and the opportunities that existed there, and passage via Bideford would have been relatively accessible.  The Willand James Binford (baptised in 1635) was a younger son (the eldest sons being called John) and had little prospect of inheriting the family estate in Willand, so the idea of setting himself up as a farmer and merchant in Virginia might well have been an attractive prospect. 
There are certainly some similarities between James Binford of Charles City County and the Willand Binfords. The records show that James was of a similar social status and there is also a circumstantial similarity in the frequency that the male names John, James, Thomas and William were used by the Willand Binfords and in subsequent generations in the American branch.  However, there are some things that suggest James Binford may not have been connected to Willand and it could be more likely that he was connected to a Binford family elsewhere in Devon (though all came from the same origins as the Willand branch).  In particular the Binfords in Exeter were more closely involved with trade and would have had closer links with Bideford and trade routes to America.  There is also a question mark over the age of the American James Binford and the James baptised in Willand in 1635, as the former would have been in his 40s by the time he was married (circa mid-1670s) and aged 66 when his last known child was born, which does seem a little improbable in the context of period and location. It is also believed that the American James Binford was a Quaker but it is known that the Willand Binfords were closely associated with St Mary’s and were certainly not Quakers, although that is not to rule out a faith or ‘convenience’ conversion by a younger son in the family.
James Binford, of Charles City County, almost certainly originated in Devon in the 1600s, but in the absence of firm documentary evidence it is impossible to confirm whether he had a Willand connection. More research on both sides of the Atlantic may yet produce more conclusive answers.       History Group.
