Another major accident on the North Devon Link Road a week or so ago has prompted calls again for it to be ‘dualled’ for its entire length. With 160 reported accidents and five deaths since its construction, you may be interested in an article submitted by the Highways Agency for this issue, highlighting an identical road, which could provide a much cheaper experimental, temporary, or permanent solution

IT DOESN’T HAPPEN AROUND HERE – DOES IT?

Domestic violence is a widespread social problem, cutting across not only the social strata of society but through ethnic and cultural boundaries. It occurs in rural areas as well as cities and is far more common than violence in the street, pub or work place.

Domestic violence is essentially about the misuse of power and the exercise of control by one person over another within the context of any intimate or close relationship. Such abuse may manifest itself in a variety of ways including physical, emotional, sexual violence or abuse and financial control, together with the imposition of social isolation or movement deprivation. The violence could be from a partner, ex-partner or a family member.

Attacks taking place behind closed doors often leave women too scared to speak out, due to threats and intimidation by the abuser. Many women suffer in silence because they fear no-one will believe them. Leaving home or calling the police may be too terrifying and they may also fear poverty, homelessness or the loss of their children.  Emotional abuse, which includes humiliation, continual criticism, mind games, sleep deprivation and isolation can be more easily hidden due to the lack of visible injuries. Often this type of abuse, over a long period of time, can leave women with very little confidence and low self-esteem. This then acts as a barrier to women leaving or seeking help.

Police say that domestic violence accounts for a quarter of all reported assaults.  However, it has been estimated that only 2% of attacks are reported. With 1 in 4 women experiencing domestic violence at some stage in their lives and up to 95% of  domestic violence being committed on women, there is a real issue that needs to be addressed.  Recent research carried out in Devon suggests that women experiencing domestic violence may feel there is a lack of support available to them.  Women in rural areas may feel more isolated due to a lack of public transport. They also fear their situation becoming public knowledge within their community.

Outreach projects work in the community across the whole of Devon to offer free and confidential support and information over the phone to all women affected by domestic violence. Arrangements can be made to meet women somewhere they feel safe to talk over their options, for example in a café, a health centre or a community centre. Women can find out about a variety of issues such as housing, money, legal issues and children.   Women’s Aid is a charity offering outreach support and refuge space to women and their children affected by domestic violence.

WHO WANTS A CAN OF COKE?

MORE ON THE YOUTH OFFENDING TEAM
The country's growing problem of petty crime and young people is being successfully addressed in North Devon.  Since the setting up of a dedicated Youth Offending team four years ago, the region saw a 30% decrease in youth crime in the first three years. Now, in a bid to push that figure down further, the young offenders, their parents and their victims are being brought together to work with volunteer members of the public to look at the best ways to deal with the offenders and prevent them from re-offending.

 

These members of the public, local volunteers from all age groups and all walks of life, form the Youth Offending Panels, which cover the areas of Tavistock, Okehampton, Bideford, Barnstaple and Ilfracombe and are co-ordinated by Matt Wilcox.   Matt was with the Police for 8½ years, the last two of which were with the Youth Offending Team in Wolverhampton.  Since he had been the manager of a windsurfing shop in the Midlands in a previous life, Devon already had its attractions for him.  And he says "I was hugely impressed with the set-up in Devon and I'm quite confident that North Devon has one of the best youth offending teams in the country."  When the 1999 Criminal Justice Bill came out, it included the setting up of Referral Orders with a start date of April 2002.  When a young person between 10 and 18 goes to court for the first time and pleads guilty, the court looks at the seriousness of the crime and if he or she is not sentenced or fined, a Referral Order will be made. While the court sets the length of the order (from three to twelve months), its content will be set by the community volunteers. 

 

The young person will be referred to the Youth Offenders Panel which consists of three volunteers as well as a representative from the Youth Offending Team, who will be there solely for information purposes.  The young person will attend, along with both parents if possible and (also if possible) the victim. "It's a round circle format," explains Matt, "and the discussion is about what should go into the order.  The young person gets their say, their views are valued and the conversation forms the contract.  He or she says what they did, the victim and the parents say how they felt, then the conversation turns to how the harm can be repaired. The offender may apologise to the victim - if not face-to-face perhaps by letter or video. We encourage victims to attend as not only do they benefit from the meeting but it has a real impact on the young person, who often try to ignore the impact of what they have done. However, it is not easy for victims to attend and we would never force them to. It has to be remembered that parents can be victims too and often feel the same shock and disappointment”. 

Rowena Crocker, who is a volunteer panel member, says "A Court setting is so formal and can sometimes be humiliating. It is often difficult for a young person in this situation to show they are sorry or to be truly remorseful but in a panel setting, with a few people, it is easier to be natural. The young people have to relate with the effect of their actions, and can't hide themselves from the personal aspect when they actually see someone. Even if the victim isn't present, the biggest element is responsibility. It's very powerful and it helps them not re-offend. Having been confronted with the consequence of their actions, next time they'll think about the personalities involved”. 

“The next stage is to talk about how to repair the harm that has been done and what to do to stop re-offending. We ask the young person what they think and how they feel about stopping and we talk to the parents.  There will be a risk assessment report from the Youth Offending Team, which may highlight such issues as alcohol abuse, drug use, or poor anger management and we talk about what areas we need to work on.  For instance, the young person may be sent on an anger management course.  And we talk about how he or she can be integrated into the community, not be labelled as "a wrong 'un" and we look at their leisure time, boundaries, peer group and curfews. The contract will be drawn up and if the young person doesn't agree to sign it he or she will have to go back to court and be sentenced, so hopefully they see that this is an opportunity." 

 
"The difference between a Court and the panel is that if a young person completes a referral order, the conviction is spent, whereas a court fine will stay on their record for at least 2½ years," explains Matt.  "A referral order is over the day it finishes and they don't have to tell future employers. But if the young person re-offends and goes back to court, there's no second referral order and any future conviction would have to be declared.  Each offender will be linked with a Youth Offending Team member and there's a review meeting halfway through the order," he continues.  "But if the young person is at risk or it's a complicated or hefty contract, the review could be after a month - this is negotiated at the first meeting.  We're just coming up to our first reviews and no one's gone back to court, which we see as evidence that the young people think it's a fair system.  They know they can go back to the panel if they want to change the contract."  
There's a lot of preparation and background work to be done before a panel meeting and Matt represents the Youth Offending Team on each one so that he can see how the process is working and if the training is effective.  He also has to look at the area the offender lives in and decide on the best panel members to engage positively with the young person. "I like a panel mix of hawks and doves," he says, "people who take the harder line and people who take the softer line, a mix of different skills, backgrounds and personal perspectives.  Each volunteer panel member brings a hugely rich source of experience and knowledge and this is an opportunity for them to gather more skills as well as put something back into the community.  Panel members can be parents of offenders or people who have been victims”. 

 

"We're not trying to create an informal magistracy - we want to encompass different views without creating clones. In small communities, they may know each other, they may even know the offender.  While this could lead to potential conflict it may be the best way to help the young person back into village life, although the offender has the right to change a panel member. We wouldn't want something to get in the way of the process."  

 

“We've had hugely positive feedback," says Matt, "and the court is positive about it.  Of course, it's not without its flaws because it's early days but the initial assessment is that it's going very well.  And it's working!  Youth crime has fallen 20% in Devon and 30% in North Devon in the three years up to 2003 and more panels will improve that. The biggest danger to these reductions are the changes to Police recording procedures, which will inevitably bring more young people into the system, when behaviour that was previously thought of as 'childish' becomes a criminal offence. But people, especially victims, who have previously been disempowered by the system, now have the opportunity to have a say and ask questions and every young person who is cut out early on in the system will save the tax payer a fortune and make our communities better places to live in." P.C.3894 Malcolm Davies, the Neighbourhood Beat Manager for Willand, has recently detected various criminal damage offences within the community. “I regularly stress the need to be observant and vigilant and as a result would like to gratefully thank certain parishioners for their assistance in aiding my enquiries to detect mindless acts of vandalism. Sadly, anti-social behaviour prevails and some damage incidents remain unsolved. It will not be tolerated – do you know where your children are?  Do you know what they are actually doing?  Being economical with the truth is something all ages achieve, so please check the story fully, and their respective friends’.

An initiative to deter and further detect misbehaviour is planned jointly with other Neighbourhood Managers, to tackle alcohol, drug, damage and other anti social behaviour. PLEASE, take responsibility – help me curtail this unsociable element which is spoiling the reputations of so many good people.”              Malcolm Davies

WILLAND COMMUNITY COMPOSTING & RECYCLING

We said last time that it was a quiet time for us - how wrong we were considering the activity over the last few weeks. We have certainly sieved well over 200 bags recently and our stash of compost is so popular, the bags are going as fast as we can fill them. Thank you for all the support you are giving us. Although we ask every time, your help during the sieving process would be appreciated and we’ve decided that every 3rd Sunday in the month will be a sieving Sunday (weather & support permitting). If you are interested please contact the number inside the front cover.

Composting Part 3 - So, you should know now about the rudimentary concept of composting, everything can go in (except diseased plants or perennial weeds), mix both wet and dry materials, turn regularly and after a while hey presto - compost.

Collect a combination of wet and dry materials.                        Place in a heap or bin.
To speed up the composting process, cut materials to a small size.           Keep moist.
The composting mix ideally should reach between 60 and 65 degrees centigrade, hence the comment of "steaming pile" as this is the optimum heat for composting. You can use a heap, closed air bins, rotating bins, wormeries etc., plus, would you believe, there are compost recipes – yes, very sad, I know! These mix in the right proportion nitrogen and carbon rich materials, giving your own blend.

The last and most precious part of composting is using it in the garden and watching the plants enjoy the fruits of your labour. There are many uses such as breaking up clay soil, enhancing sandy soil, mulching and of course directly as growing compost, provided it is sieved finely enough. Potting compost is however made by mixing 1 part sand, 2 parts loam (sterilised soil) and 2 parts compost.

With the summer months coming up, happy gardening is here again and there is plenty of opportunity to help the environment and recycle as much as you can. Remember that we can help. Our Community Scheme is for you and takes product away from landfill sites.

This is my last entry on behalf of Willand Community Composting & Recycling - another person within our merry band of volunteers will be covering the entry in future. I look forward to meeting you all at the Composting site.      Steve Betsworth

THE GABLES HOUSE
In recent months a great deal of rumour and speculation has surrounded the future operation of the property known as “The Gables”.  Public concerns were raised due primarily to poor communications and misinformation. I can report that those concerns have now been addressed, although other factors still have to be resolved.

According to information received, the house was built in 1896 by Dr. H. E. Tracey. At one time the site housed the village allotments, which had been transferred to other church grounds, where they have remained to date on the site in Silver Street. Once built, the history gets somewhat hazy but at sometime it was acquired by Devon County Council, who via the Council’s Education Division, operated and managed the unit up until early in 2003. At that time, following an extensive review of its spending, the County Council decided to transfer the day to day management, along with its local operations, to Social Services. As a result of that policy change, the then highly professional, long-serving Managers team, Paul and Pauline Hurring, saw the change and didn’t like what they saw as a long term future. What they did identify was an opportunity to further their long term ambition, their goal, to retire to their dream home in France and they grasped that chance with both hands. Their departure left a void, which wasn’t immediately noticed. 

Slowly, however, the loss of so much specialist expertise and experience has left its mark among a number of local organisations who benefited over the years in one way or another. Paul’s ability to create realistic stage scenery over night and his way with lighting for many local productions was amazing. Who remembers the school’s fantastic week-long programme of the musical “Oliver”, to name but one of his efforts? What about Christmas and in particular the unbelievable display of Christmas lights of all shapes and shades, which adorned The Gables’ every room, window & ceiling? The impact was spectacular, all achieved long before the current vogue was even thought of. I know my kids loved it when they were small and even now as adults they commented on the absence of the lighting displays last year. A sad departure from what had become a tradition.

So to many, The Gables is indeed special. It is an integral part, a link with the traditional centre of the then pre-development heart of the village.   When Social Services took on the house, they changed the day to day operation. A different type of young person was accommodated, albeit on an experimental basis, Monday to Friday only. One year on and the Social Service Managers admit that their original concept has proved impractical. Other ideas for the house involved housing emotionally affected young persons. Given the geographical location of the site, coupled with the lack of amenities locally, these proposals were firmly rejected by locally elected councillors as well as the Police.

Given its tight financial constraints, Devon County has decided to close the home at the end of July 2003.   In the interim, the house will remain in the management of Social Services until such times as a decision on the future of the complete site has been agreed. It will be used by D.C.C. for such activities as conferences/meetings etc

So that’s some good news. However, the site, situated as it is in the middle of the village, will I am sure attract a great deal of attention and development speculation. Situated within the settlement boundary, it is a prime site, with many possible options just waiting to be seized upon. Any proposals must be carefully monitored - they must not go un-challenged.

In an effort to secure The Gables’ future, the Chairman of the Parish Council and I have been in consultation with MDDC Officers with a view to getting the property ‘listed’. The response from Mid Devon was one of optimism as well as encouragement.  From that backdrop we have done the necessary homework and forwarded written details and pictures, etc., to English Heritage.  If that fails, MDDC has within its planning capability other options which it is believed could be put in place in order to secure the long term future of the house itself, even if the site were sold on to developer. As it stands “The Gables” could be used for a variety of uses. High among the priorities must be a Doctors Surgery / Pharmacy, a joint Pre-School / Day Centre, a Community Centre, or conversion to flats for the growing numbers who cannot afford to buy a home. What about a second village pub?

The village has been developed without adequate infrastructure enhancements. “The Gables” could provide the facilities to redress part of that shortfall.

WEAVING AT COLDHARBOUR MILL

I have lived in Willand for over twenty years and I’ve always been interested in Coldharbour Mill. I used to do quite a lot of knitting and embroidery but about fifteen years ago I developed dystonia, a neurological illness which meant I was no longer able to do these.

Two years ago I saw in the Culm Valley Adult & Community Learning leaflets “Learn to Weave” at the Mill and I decided to have a go.  However, during the autumn term I really felt I was learning a new language and I was apprehensive about my ability to cope.   I persevered and having started to weave on a 2-shaft loom initially, then on to a 4-shaft loom, by June 2003 I was becoming ‘hooked’.  I was able to buy my own loom from The Loom Exchange in Sussex and on the 2-shaft loom I first made a piece of fabric like a scarf.  The second project was a multi-coloured loose weave scarf – but I learnt I was not experienced enough for this yet!

On my own loom, I got to grips with threading, etc., and made quite a large throw. It did have mistakes but I now have more patience to correct mistakes as I weave. This year I have been working with thick rug yarns and I have woven a rug/wall hanging, with brown, cream and natural colours. I have also tried to incorporate different weaves, etc.

The weaving course is organised by Culm Valley Adult Learning and our tutor is Louise Cottey.  At the moment we have about 9 people learning but we would really like to have one or two more people to keep our numbers up.  We meet at the Mill on Friday afternoon from 1.15 to 3.15 and we really would welcome people to just come along and see if they would like to join. ORCHARD WAY/ WILLAND MOOR ROAD LINK
The final stages of construction to bring about the linking of Willand Moor Road and Orchard Way are nearing completion. The approach from Willand Moor will have two or three major calming facilities incorporated into the new stretch, prior to its junction with Jaycroft, which will then be closed as a thoroughfare at that point.  A new calming feature is also planned on the existing Orchard Way, just south of the Jaycroft junction. These safety facilities, coupled with the design features associated with the new Willand Moor Road will, it is hoped, encourage drivers to reduce speed and to slow down. 

Whilst as yet no firm decision on additional calming has been agreed within the Orchard Way stretch, it is hoped that some safety features, designed to slow traffic, will be included when D.C.C. carry out the programme to re-surface the whole length of  the existing Orchard Way some time later this  year. St. MARY’S PARISH CHURCH
May I begin by correcting an error in the church magazine for Spring. Strawberry Teas will be on Saturday June 26th from 2.30 to 4.40pm at the Church Hall. 

‘The Passion of Christ’ has rather taken the cinema world by storm, with record takings and a degree of controversy. The controversy should come as no surprise. Jesus wasn’t crucified for being nice to everybody. He stood on many toes by presenting himself as the Judge and Saviour of the whole human race. To this day, people who would never dream of saying anything disrespectful about other religions will use Jesus’ name to swear or curse. You can lose lifelong friends by declaring your faith in him.

The sufferings of Jesus are powerful and moving. I read that a bank robber in the USA gave himself up to the police after watching the film. Some Christians, whom I can’t understand, refuse to watch the film in case it distresses them too much. I can’t understand them, because Jesus himself set up the Lord’s Supper specifically to make believers remember his body broken and blood shed on the cross. Islam denies both the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus.

There’s a steady trickle of ‘believers’ who lose their faith when they experience suffering. That’s odd, because whatever else we think of the Lord Jesus – he knows the reality of undeserved suffering from the sharp end. The Christian faith never promises immunity from suffering to believers. Instead Jesus invites us to take up our cross and follow him. It should come as no shock or surprise when people make the way hard for his followers. 

Jesus’ sufferings were the only way that God himself could find to bring forgiveness to our world. Forgiveness is incredibly costly even for God to forgive. Mel Gibson was able to make the physical pains vividly real, but none of us really knows what the spiritual agonies were like when Jesus bore our sins in our place.

I overheard a conversation between a couple of traders at an antiques fair ’Did you see that programme last night?’ one asked. ‘I did - that was a chest to die for wasn’t it?’ I wonder what any of us would value that much? It’s no good dying for an antique since you wouldn’t be around to enjoy it. The Passion lets us see into the heart of God to this extent – He sees us and our world and instead of dismissing us with the contempt we deserve, he sees us as a world ’to die for’.

I hope I shall leave one saying fixed in the minds of people who’ve heard me in Willand. It wasn’t religion that died on the cross. It was Jesus, God’s only Son and the world’s only Saviour. Religion played a big part among his crucifiers. By challenging false religion, and true religion gone bad, he made enemies. There really is no neutrality when we face Jesus. THE ILMINSTER BY-PASS

The Highways Agency maintains 9,380 kilometres of strategic trunk road throughout England. It was established in 1994 and is an executive government agency of the Department for Transport. The Highways Agency's network includes the single carriageway of the A303 Ilminster Bypass. 

The A303 is a popular route for holiday makers as they make their way to the southwest peninsula. The bypass was opened on the 19th July 1988 - the wide single lane concrete road was designed to Trunk Road design standards applicable at that time. Tragically the bypass witnessed a number of accidents shortly after its opening and a Safety Camera was installed which did significantly reduce the number of accidents on the bypass.

During the late 90's the accident rate for the Ilminster Bypass suggested that it is not as dangerous as many people perceive, although driver behaviour was a cause for concern on this stretch of the A303.  The Highways Agency therefore commissioned a review of the road markings and signing to see whether a better operational layout could be achieved to improve safety. The review lead to the development of the improvement scheme carried out last year, the work being completed ahead of the anticipated programme, in June 2003. The problem identified on the bypass was the indiscriminate overtaking along the length of the route, which had both safety and user comfort implications. The design solution was to convert the two lane wide single carriageway (WS2) into a three lane wide single carriageway incorporating alternate overtaking lanes in both directions (WS2+1). Since the opening of the scheme the Highways Agency has received generally positive feedback from the public and the personal injury accident record has reduced to zero. The unique design solution is being monitored with a view to developing a standard design to apply to roads with similar problems nationwide.
