SHOE RECYCLING
Each year, in the U.K., over 330 million pairs of shoes are bought – a similar number will be discarded. Some will be incinerated but most end up in landfill. The materials used in making shoes are not all biodegradable and our sites are running out of space. When incinerated, they can release harmful dioxins.
There is now a recycling facility outside the Post Office. Most of the shoes collected are re-usable. They are sorted for condition and are sold onto third world countries, where they are locally refurbished and resold at affordable prices in those areas. By recycling your old shoes you are also helping the Variety Club Children’s Charity, which exists to improve the lives of sick, disabled and disadvantaged children throughout the U.K. The scheme is self-funding and achieves very worthwhile objectives. OBITUARY

Today we mourn the passing of a beloved old friend, Common Sense, who
has been with us for many years. No one knows for sure how old he was,
since his birth records were long ago lost in bureaucratic red tape. He
will be remembered as having cultivated such valuable lessons as ’Knowing when to come in out of the rain’,  ‘Why the early bird gets the worm’,  ‘Life isn't always fair’ and ‘Maybe it was my fault’. Common Sense lost the will to live as the churches became businesses and criminals received better treatment than their victims. Common Sense took a beating when you couldn't defend yourself from a burglar in your own home and the burglar could sue you for assault. Common Sense finally gave up after a woman failed to realize that a steaming cup of coffee was hot. She spilled a little in her lap, and was promptly awarded a huge compensation settlement.

Common Sense was preceded in death by his parents, Truth and Trust, by his wife, Discretion, by his daughter, Responsibility, and by his son, Reason.

OUR MOVE TO WILLAND

It wasn’t quite your normal house move. To begin with, we had been living in New Zealand for the past three years, when one day the DH decided we should return to the U.K. Why? He cited high taxation, (you pay a higher rate of tax in N.Z. and on every dollar – no tax-free personal allowance), climate – we had just endured temperatures in the high 20’s C, with humidity of 100% day and night, for three weeks. The powers that be have also decided that Auckland should become a ‘Supercity’ instead of 5 separate autonomous regions, a very unpopular move.
Our house went onto the market just at a time when house prices and sales plummeted and we started to look for a property in either Devon or East Cornwall. There wasn’t really anywhere else and we had previously lived in Bideford, Barnstaple and Bradfield. Our search had to take place though the internet – what would we do now without it!
After many hours and weeks of searching, we came up with a selection of about a dozen ‘possibles’ but until we had sold, there wasn’t a great deal we could do. Some of the ‘possibles’ sold, some were withdrawn, others added to the list. Although we both love wide open spaces, we needed to be practical. I don’t drive and as we are getting older, we felt that we needed to be near to public transport and at least a small shop and post office. A further ‘constraint’ was that the house should be big enough to house my looms and spinning wheels.  After about a year, we finally sold our N.Z. house, so the hunt was on in earnest.

In February, armed with a list of about 6 properties, the DH made a flying visit to the U.K. to have a look at them. One on the list had great appeal but just as he was about to leave for the airport, we had a message that there was a firm offer on it. Some of the others seemed to have been affected by the agent’s ‘flight of fancy’ and were not at all suitable. The one that he finally settled on ‘needed a bit of work doing to it’. That was fine, we have always done our own repairs and maintenance and it would keep us out of mischief for quite a while, with a little help for some of the jobs that we can no longer do (old age creeping up).
What has surprised us most is the amount of ‘rules and regulations’ that have come into being in the last three years. Each time we have wanted to do something, we find that we are not allowed to unless we are supervised by a ‘professional’. Other countries don’t have all these rules and regulations and seem to get by quite well without doom and disaster happening at every turn. After over fifty years of ‘doing-it-ourselves’, without any problems, we now seem to be (in the eyes of officialdom) totally incompetent to do the simplest 
task because we haven’t got ‘a little piece of paper’ to say we are competent. Oh for a return to common sense!

So, for better or worse, we are here and, hopefully, might actually have moved into the house by the time you read this. We have been made very welcome and people seem pleased that we are making repairs to the old Manor House.

A TRIBUTE TO HETTY BROOM.
Hettie Lousia Broom was born on the 4th August 1913 at Oak Farm, Kenton into a long line of farming families. She was the youngest of four with twin sisters and a brother. The family moved to Teignharvey, near Sheldon during her childhood years and she shared happy memories of swimming in the river that ran along the bottom of their garden, without her mother knowing.
Hetty was a keen girl guide joining the movement in 1927 as a member of the 1st Plymtree, Politimore and Tiverton District and went on to become a Ranger. When I met with the family last week they produced her Ranger log book, which was full of the most beautifully written accounts of country walks, camps and other guiding activities.
The family moved to Willand in the 1930’s to Springfield House, Dean Hill Road, where Hetty worked at the Duchess of Devonshire Dairy. She was a tall, strong woman who was a hard worker and could labour as well as any man! This is where she met John Broom, known as Jack and became his wife on 15th October 1941. They made their home at Burn Rew Farm, and Hetty became a traditional farmer’s wife. They had two sons, Philip (b 1943) & John (b 1946)  and the family has since extended to 5 grandchildren, six great grandchildren and two step great grandchildren.
Hetty loved all things connected to home making. She was an active member of the WI, the gardening club and the church, involving herself in both church and chapel life. She was extraordinarily gifted at handicrafts, tapestry and needle craft. She made dresses for the grandchildren, won prizes for cakes and at flowers shows. She made jam and wine and grew vegetables and would regularly provide produce for the WI stall at Tiverton Market. One of her more unusual achievements was her triumphant win of a WI competition in the 1958  ‘How many items can be fitted into a match box?’ competition. Well, Hetty managed 193 and this achievement took her (courtesy of Johnny Spearing’s driving) all the way to Bristol, to be interviewed by Cliff Michelmore on the BBC’s  ‘Tonight’ programme.

Relatives remember the holidays spent on the farm and the wonderful hospitality they received. There was one occasion when the hospitality was a little different however. Hetty was aware that when the postman was popping in with the letters, he was helping himself to a swig of cider in the wash room. She decided he needed to learn a lesson, replacing the cider with vinegar – the lesson was learnt! She and Jack retired from farming in the 1970’s and moved to Cullompton. Jack died in 1981 and Hettie eventually moved to Adelaide Lodge nursing home, where she died peacefully on the 17th June aged 95years.

DEVON OPEN STUDIOS – 2009

Organised by the Devon Artist Network, Devon Open Studios is the largest visual art event in the county, in which 230 artists will be exhibiting at 111 locations across Devon, opening their studios to the public. The event gives visitors a chance to see artists and their work in an informal, relaxed setting, often with refreshments provided.
Five local artists are preparing to take part - Kathy Ramsay Carr from Kerswell will be exhibiting abstract landscape paintings - Clare Schmidt-Norris from Cullompton, painting, photography and collage - Jan Tillet also from Cullompton, textiles - Harri Hyslop from Ashill, sculpture, ceramics and painting and Siddy Langley from Plymtree, glass and jewellery. The event runs from the 5th to 20th September. A free guide is available from Tourist Information Centres, libraries, art venues, galleries and also ‘Very Nice’, Clarks Court, High Street, Cullompton. It features over 130 full colour images of artwork including sculpture, ceramics, paintings, woodwork and textiles. Maps, directions to studios and a description of each artist’s work ensure the book is a very comprehensive guide. It is designed to help visitors to plan their own art trail, with an opportunity to combine browsing art with enjoyment of the county’s scenery.

FURTHER UNITARY DELAY 
The long-awaited final recommendation from the Boundary Committee setting out its vision on the shape of possible unitary local government in Devon has once more been delayed. The delay follows another successful legal challenge to the process this time in Suffolk. With a general election looming, this delay and the prospect of further legal challenges now makes the likelihood of a unitary council for Exeter or Devon far less likely.
In a media statement the Leader of the Council John Hart responded to the delay by saying: “This news is entirely predictable given the farce so far. The whole process has now descended into chaos and is a distraction that Devon simply does not want or need. It’s time for the Secretary of State to finally put his ideas for major change in the county into the recycling bin and let us all get on with the job of pulling together to do our best for local people during the challenging times ahead.”
Whatever the final outcome of the process, the County Council is grateful for the quality of debate, good will and support it has received throughout the process. Over the past two years hundreds of people including business leaders, town and parish councils and community representatives have worked with the County Council to help develop a range of new ideas to refresh local democracy and improve life for local people and communities. 
“However the unitary debate ends – with a bang or a whimper - I would like to take the opportunity to give my sincere thanks all those who worked with us over the last two years,” says Devon County Council Chief Executive Phil Norrey. “We are very lucky to have so many people that care so deeply about this County and its communities. Many innovative ideas and suggestions have emerged and I am sure that these will form part of the way ahead in Devon come what may. I look forward to continuing the excellent relationships we have built during the unitary debate and believe these will stand us in good stead for the future.”                                                                D.C.C. A RETURN TO REALITY?
A maverick mayor, elected after promising to slash council spending, clear the streets of yobs and ditch politically correct services, is the torchbearer for how towns should be run. On his first morning as Mayor of Doncaster in South Yorkshire, Peter Davies cut his salary from £73,000 to £30,000, then closed the council’s newspaper for "peddling politics on the rates". Now three weeks into his job, Mr. Davies is pressing ahead with plans he hopes will see the number of town councillors cut from 63 to just 21, saving taxpayers £800,000.

Mr. Davies said: "If 100 senators can run the United States of America, I can’t see why 63 councillors are needed to run Doncaster". He has withdrawn Doncaster from the Local Government Association and the Local Government Information Unit, saving another £200,000. Mr Davies said, "They are just talking shops. Doncaster is in for some serious un-twinning. We are twinned with probably nine other cities around the world and they are just for people to fly off and have a binge at the council’s expense".
 
The mayor’s chauffeur-driven car has also been axed by Mr. Davies and the driver given another job. Mr. Davies, born and bred in Doncaster, swept to power in the May election with 24,244 votes as a candidate for the English Democrats, a party that wants tight immigration curbs, an English Parliament and a law forcing every public building to fly the flag of St. George.
 
He has promised to end council funding for Doncaster’s International Women’s Day, Black History Month and the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender History Month. He said, "Politicians have got completely out of touch with what people want. We need to cut costs. I want to pass on some savings I make in reduced taxes and use the rest for things we really need, like improved childrens services". WHAT’S IN A NAME?

The real McCoy who gave his name to the expression was Norman Selby, a boxer who was born in Rush County, Indiana, on 13th October 1873. In 1891, when his boxing career began, he changed his name to Charles ‘Kid’ McCoy, in the belief that to succeed as a boxer it was better to be Irish, since Irish boxers were very popular at that time in the U.S.A.

In March, 1896, McCoy won the world welterweight championship when he beat Irishman Tommy Ryan. He continued as a successful boxer, competing next as a middleweight, then as a light-heavyweight and finally as a heavyweight. At the height of his success, a middleweight named Al McCoy appeared on the scene and from then on, Kid McCoy was billed as the Real McCoy to distinguish him from lesser fighters.

The expression real McCoy had been used before Kid McCoy took it for himself. It originated as real McKay in Scotland, where it was applied to first class whisky, which was exported to America and with it, the expression to describe it as the genuine article and above all others. And the American pronunciation became McCoy.
Besides being a boxer, he was also a film actor. He had eight wives – one of whom he divorced and remarried. Some years before his ninth marriage, he proposed to his mistress and when she declined his offer, he shot her dead. He was sentenced to seven years in prison for manslaughter, having eluded a murder charge by pleading insanity due to boxing injuries. He was released in 1932 and soon after married his final wife and on 18th April, 1940, he committed suicide.

WILLAND HISTORY GROUP
We had to wade across swollen streams, clamber over unpredictable
obstacles and hack our way through dense undergrowth, all the while being
eaten alive by voracious insects and drenched to the bone by incessant
rain.  No, not an expedition to the Amazon Rainforest, just our attempt to
'walk' the Willand parish boundary!! A small band of History Group
members at last managed to complete the beating of the parish bounds,
although it took us two attempts to do so. On the first Saturday (1st 
August), we followed the boundary down the eastern side of the parish, from
Uffculme Straight, then south along the River Culm to the M5 near the
Verbeer.  Then the following Saturday, we went west from Uffculme
Straight, behind the Halfway House, across the industrial estate, then
followed the boundary south along Spratford Stream (on the Halberton side
of the M5 and railway) down to Five Bridges. 

Despite wet weather on the first Saturday, we had sunshine and blue skies on the second. All in all, it proved an enjoyable adventure, although at times it was certainly not for the faint hearted.  We were all amazed at how much land there is around Willand that is not easily seen or accessible from the main areas of habitation; at times it felt like we were deep in the wild and remote Devon countryside.  Without really looking, we witnessed a remarkable amount of wildlife, including roe deer, herons, buzzards, ducks, frogs, a solitary swan etc, etc, plus a rich variety of trees and wildflowers, particular along the banks of the Culm and Spratford Stream.  The size of the wetland nature reserve down beyond Diggerland was a revelation and I am sure many people do not even know of its existence. It was also interesting to see some of the agricultural trends now being practiced around the parish boundary.  There were sheep, cattle, Mr Clarke's 'market garden', plus a variety of crops and pasture (including organic pasture, which appeared to be more dandelion than grass!).

Using various maps from the last 200 years, we were able to look for
distinguishing marks and features that were traditionally part of the
boundary.  For example, nineteenth century maps show two ancient oak trees
on the boundary near Weir Mill Farm and we were able to confirm that these
particular oaks have now gone. One thing that is also very evident is the
importance of transport links to Willand's history, from the network of
footpaths and lanes that linked different farms around the parish
periphery to the M5 and Great Western Railway that are still very much in use. We crossed the old route of the A38 near the Halfway, and over the
dismantled railways that once linked Tiverton Junction with Tiverton to
the west and Uffculme and Hemyock to the east.   Perhaps our most exciting
discovery was the site of Summers Mill, close to the River Culm on the
eastern boundary.  Summers Mill was once a farm, mill and tannery but in
the late-1800s the land was absorbed by nearby Weir Mill and the buildings
became derelict and eventually knocked down. We found where the buildings and yard were once located, where the crops are now reluctant to grow. After just a cursory glance around, we even discovered a few red bricks, part of a Victorian glass bottle and a few fragments of blue and white decorated crockery - the History Group's first ever "archaeological" finds!

Looking back, we all agreed that our ‘beating the bounds’ proved a thoroughly
worthwhile exercise, as we gained a fresh insight into Willand's past and
along the way gathered an important photographic record of what the
boundary currently looks like. Our November Exhibition will be based
around our boundary walk and the many photos we took - but more details of
this and other features of the Exhibition, will appear in the next Parish Mag.
Finally, our thoughts go to the family and friends of Norma Ball, who we have learned has sadly passed away.  Norma was another lifelong Willand resident with an invaluable knowledge of the parish, and we were always grateful for the support and assistance she so willing gave to the History Group.
